B Format : A two-rounds system will be taken, with a first round (group stage) followed by a second round (knock-out stage).

Match duration :
1. First round (group stage)
40-minute matches (comprising two 20-minute halves) with a 5-minute halftime interval. If the match ends in a draw,
the match will be a draw.
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Sangao FC is a prestigious team from the High School Affiliated to Renmin University of China, which has
produced numerous Chinese national team players. Its name means ‘three greats’ as in “great moral character, great
cultural qualities, and great athletic ability”. Partnered with the historic Spanish club RCD Espanyol, last year it
had two months of joint training. Expectations for the team are high as it seeks to exhibit the fruits of that training
at this tournament.

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2. Second round (knock-out)
60-minute matches (comprising two 30-minute halves) with a 5-minute halftime interval. If the match ends in a draw,
a penalty shoot-out will be used to determine the winner.
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B First round ranking method :
Ranking determination
Teams will be given 3 points for a win, 1 point for a draw and none for a defeat, and ranked according to the total number of points. If two
or more teams have the same number of points, their rank shall be determined in the following order of precedence:
a) greater number of points obtained in the group matches between the teams concerned;
b) goal difference resulting from the group matches between the teams concerned;
c) greater number of goals scored in the group matches between the teams concerned:;
d) goal difference in all group matches;
e) greatest number of goals scored in all group matches.;
f) drawing of lots.
If a match cannot be held or is canceled for reasons attributable to one of the teams, the score of the match will be recorded as
0 to 3 against the defaulting team.

B) Match regulations :

Regulations follow FIFA Laws of the Game 2018/2019, with the exception of the duration of the match.

1. Dimensions of field
Standard 105m (length) by 68m (width)

2. Goal size
7.32m (8 yards) between the posts and 2.44m (8 feet) from the bottom of the crossbar to the ground

3. Team benches
No more than 11 persons (5 substitutes, 4 officials, 2 players who not play at the relevant match) and shall be allowed to sit on the
substitutes’ bench. These must be the people included in the team roster. Also, only one of the team officials included in the roster will be
allowed in the technical area in order to give out strategic instructions.

4. Substitutes
Up to 5 substitutions out of the list of registered players are permitted.

5. Yellow and red cards
A disciplinary committee will be set up for the tournament to deal with disciplinary issues. Players sent off the field with a red card cannot
play in the next match; the judgment as to whether or not the player can play in subsequent matches is left up to the disciplinary commit-
tee.
If a player receives two yellow cards in the first round he will be suspended from his team’s next match in either the first or second round.
If a player receives one yellow card in the first round, it will not be carried over to the second round.

Playing outfit :
In addition to the 1st playing outfit (jersey, shorts and socks for both field players and goalkeepers), each team shall have a 2nd playing outfit
that is notably different from and contrasts with the color of the 1st playing outfit (total 4 colors). These colors will be declared on the registra-
tion form for registration in advance. Both the 1st and 2nd playing outfits shall be brought to the match venue.
1. Player No.
The player number indicated on the registration form shall be shown on the back and front of the jersey.
2. Outfit color
Referees shall wear a black outfit. Therefore, the color of team jersey shall be notably different from and contrasts with black.
The all teams’ playing outfit colors for the tournament shall be confirmed at the team Head Coaches’ meeting. The team playing outfit
colors for each match shall be decided at the match coordination meeting before the kick-off in the presence of referees and both teams.
If it is decided that the colors the teams wish to use (including that of the goalkeepers) are similar and difficult to distinguish, the referee
shall decide on clearly different combination of jerseys, shorts and socks from the 1st and 2nd playing outfits of both teams.
No changes to playing outfit colors or player numbers will be accepted after the registration deadline.

This team of 16 was chosen from a total of 328
candidates through physical tests and one month of training. It commented, “At this tournament, along with
training the next generation of players by facing off against strong teams, we want them to encounter different
cultures by representing the country.” Most of all, they hope to do better than their 11th-place finish last year.
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Chertanovo, a Moscow-based youth soccer academy founded in 1976, is a prestigious club that sent six players to
the Russian team that became U-17 Europe champions in 2013. Last year, it made its first appearance in the finals,
only just losing out to Brazil's prestigious club Palmeiras in a penalty shootout after a fierce battle. Eyes are on
whether it will be able to cast aside last year’s result and achieve its long-awaited first victory this year.

This is a selected team from the southeastern Australian state of New South Wales. A regular participant since the
first tournament in 2008, it is characterized by good teamwork emphasizing Australia's traditional team spirit. Last
year it left the tournament without a single win. “We will play aggressive football," the team said eagerly of this
tournament, hoping to make it through the qualifying league to reach its first final tournament.
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Founded in 1882, this veteran English Premier League club is fondly nicknamed the Spurs. Its top team includes
star players such as Harry Kane, who plays for the England national team, and Christian Eriksen, for whom a
transfer to Real Madrid is rumored. This is the Tottenham academy’s first time participating in this tournament.
The ability is unknown, but this team aims to be the champion at the pride of England's prestigious club academy.
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This is a selected team chosen from the young players active in the French capital's various club teams. It competed
in 2013 and was far and away the best in the group league. It unfortunately lost 1-3 to major Brazilian team Santos
FC in the first round of the final tournament but ultimately finished in fourth place. Returning at long last, it is
aiming for the final this tournament.
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Made up of members chosen from training center activities held every month in Iwate Prefecture, this team said,
“We're grateful for the amazing support for players to participate in this tournament even eight years after the
earthquake. Many who were not even in elementary school when it happened are now grown and standing on the
field. Through dynamic play, we want to show our gratitude to those who’ve worked so hard as teammates and
managers.”
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This is a prestigious Brazilian club from the major city of Sao Paulo that has won the national championship 10
times and even the Copa Libertadores Cup. Kazuyoshi Miura (Yokohama FC) once belonged to the club, so it is
well-known in Japan. Taking advantage of overwhelming individual ability, last year it became the first Brazilian
team to win the tournament since Santos FC in 2012. Hailing from the soccer kingdom, it aims for consecutive
championships.
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This team is made up of players chosen from strong prefectural teams such as Vegalta Sendai Junior Youth, FC
Miyagi Barcelona, which produced Shinji Kagawa (Besiktas), and Shiogama FC, which trained Yasushi Endo
(Kashima Antlers). “As representatives of Miyagi Prefecture,” the team commented, “we want to be bold not only
on the pitch but off the pitch as well. We're grateful for the support we've received from all over the world and
intend to exhibit Miyagi’s revitalization through our all-out play.”
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This is a club team powerhouse from the capital of South Korea. A regular tournament team, it has participated in
all tournaments since the first one in 2008. Despite taking second place in 2008 and third in 2009, it failed to
achieve noteworthy results thereafter until finishing fourth last year. Its goal this tournament is to go beyond its
fourth-place finish last year — in other words, to advance to the finals. It also puts great emphasis on fair play. Seoul
plays clean soccer as it pursues results.
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Boca Juniors is a prestigious Argentinian club that has won 66 titles (22 of which are international titles) since its
establishment in 1905. Its distinguished alumni include the likes of Maradona, Riquelme, and Tevez. It had an
overwhelming record of winning four out of five championships since its first entry in 2013, but last year sank to
sixth place. With offensive soccer consisting of technique, strength, and an all-consuming tenacity toward victory,
its goal is of course to win the tournament.

Consisting of players chosen from Fukushima Prefecture club teams and junior high schools, this team has
participated in the tournament for eight consecutive years since the Great East Japan Earthquake. Leading its
attacks will be Kota Matsumoto (7), who represented Japan in the 2018 NTC Elite Program, and Nagito Watanabe
(6), who represented eastern Japan in the Future Program. “We think that playing careful soccer is the best way to
reward the huge amount of support we've received until now,” said the team.
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This team is made up of members chosen from around 230 Ibaraki Prefecture club teams and junior high schools
such as Mito HollyHock (J2 League). It said, “We want use soccer to have cross-cultural understanding on and off
the field, and learn strengths from all the great teams and players. United in our ‘everyone on offense, everyone on
defense’ mentality, we will all — staff included — fight until the very end.”
